The album is quintessentially Byron Bay, written in Byron Bay, produced by local musician, Tone Wandaller of Crystal Grid Studios, mixed and mastered by Pete Robinson at Buzz Studio in Byron Bay’s famous Arts Factory village, home of the Buddha Bar lounge. Track 3, entitled “Dawn of the Age”, a remix DJ Sean Candy aka AB Oblivion, won the 2005 Musicoz Award for best dance artist.  Track 11, Tone Wandaller’s remix “Sweet Angel” recently won the 2006 NCEIA Dolphin Award for electronic ambient.

Byron Bay, a popular northern New South Wales holiday destination, is the eastern-most point of Australia, famous for its laid back and alternative lifestyle, with a higher proportion of Baby Boomers than any other place in Australia.  Events such as yoga retreats, pagan gatherings, raves and music festivals, including the East Coast Blues & Roots Music Festival and Splendour in the Grass, are based in Byron Bay, as well as the SAE Institute School of Audio Engineering.
